Job Summary:

To be sustainable, healthcare must deliver the highest possible value to patients from a radically reduced resource input.  Aligning closely with NHS priorities on prevention, improved outcomes, patient experience and cost saving, sustainable healthcare is distinguished by its level of ambition – calling for rapid, transformative change. 

The Dental Public Health Fellowships in Sustainable Dentistry are part-time roles open to current GDC registrants nationally, with educational supervision provided through the Centre for Sustainable Healthcare (CSH), in Oxford. The two successful candidates will be supported to identify and undertake relevant projects in Kent, Surrey and Sussex (KSS), which promote the sustainable use of resources in the provision of high quality dental care. 
The Fellowships will build on the success of the highly acclaimed Sustainable Specialty Research Fellowship Programme, pioneered by CSH first in kidney care and subsequently in mental health. The Dentistry Fellows will be supported alongside trainees on similar programmes in other specialties, and will have access to a £1000 study budget.

Location
The posts are open to dental health professionals registered with the GDC within England. Candidates will be expected to engage with dental teams in Kent, Surrey and Sussex and to travel to relevant meetings in the region.

	Development of dentistry trainees as leaders for sustainable healthcare
	By the end of the post, the fellows will demonstrate that they have successfully engaged colleagues in promoting sustainability

	
	
	Each fellow will present to one national or regional meeting and lead at least one educational session on sustainable healthcare.

	2
	Promoting a culture of prevention, innovation and resource stewardship across the dental workforce
	The fellows will develop an education programme targeted at the dental team and NHS England Commissioners within KSS, aiming to encourage the team to consider sustainability and how they can change their existing practice. 

	
	
	The fellows may contribute to the development of e-learning modules on sustainability in dentistry

	
	
	The fellows may work with local KSS and national organisations such as the British Dental Association to embed sustainability in dental care – e.g. leading focus groups to identify barriers and opportunities to implementing sustainability in dental care. 

	
	
	The fellows will contribute regularly to the national dentistry sustainability network, Dental SusNet

	Integration of sustainability into quality improvement
	Each fellow will contribute to at least one quality improvement project which has embedded sustainability principles in project design and in the selection of outcome measures

	Each fellow will develop at least one case study demonstrating measurable improvements to the environmental sustainability of dental health care and will publish this on the CSH website +/- submit for publication in a relevant journal

Governance

The Fellows will be hosted and managed by the Centre for Sustainable Healthcare. The governance for the Fellowships will be provided by an Executive Group consisting of:

· CSH
· Dental Public Health, Public Health England (PHE) South East
· Health Education KSS or other LETB (eg educational lead from the region where the Fellow works)
There will also be a broader Advisory Group used to input strategic ideas and practical considerations into the Fellowship Programme. The Advisory Group will consist of representatives from:

· PHE South East (Consultant in Dental Public Health)

· The Sustainable Development Unit, NHS England & Public Health England
· British Dental Association KSS local branches

· NHS England (Dental Practice advisor /commissioner where possible)

· Health Education KSS
· CSH
Level of responsibility 

Under guidance from CSH, the fellows will contribute to the selection and design of projects undertaken.  Once projects are agreed, the fellows will have responsibility for managing their own work, supported by monthly meetings (in person or by telephone) with Dr Mortimer of the Centre for Sustainable Healthcare.

Training

The post will begin with a two-day induction course, during which the fellows will be briefed on sustainability in healthcare by CSH staff and will be directed to relevant resources.

The programme will also allow for attendance at relevant training events or conferences, supported by a £1000 study budget. 

Benefits to career progression
The Fellowships are a prestigious appointment and provide a unique opportunity to develop highly transferable skills in clinical leadership and quality improvement, while gaining a detailed understanding of environmental, social and economic sustainability of healthcare – a paradigm central to the future of dentistry. Fellows will present, where possible, at Public Health England events, Local Authority events, local BDA events and at national dental conferences, and will receive support in submitting work for publication in peer-reviewed journals.
